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INTRODUCTION
Low-exuding traumatic wounds, sutured or otherwise, are
often covered with an interface combined with pads and
secured in place using an adhesive. The lipido-colloid
contact layer** is widely used on this type of wound. It
offers the advantage of being able to be left in place for
several days without drying out, making removal of the
dressing atraumatic and painless. The new ready-to-apply
lipido-colloid dressing* has been developed with the aim of
making wound care easier and saving time, both important
parameters in an emergency department setting. The new
ready-to-apply lipido-colloid dressing* is the lipido-colloid
contact layer** combined with a thin pad and a high-tolerance
unwoven polyurethane backing as a composite dressing.

PATIENTS AND WOUNDS
In our department, we used the new ready-to-apply
lipido-colloid dressing* on low-exuding traumatic wounds,
bleeding little and sutured wherever possible. If there was a
high risk of local infection, the wound was first of all treated
with a silver sulfadiazine dressing followed by the new ready-
to-apply lipido-colloid dressing* until complete healing. The
clinical cases that we are reporting here illustrate different
wound locations and types, in particular wounds secondary
to falls in elderly people (aged 72 to 90 years).

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PATIENT 2
72 year-old woman with a long, relatively deep scratch on the
right arm, which happened while she was pruning her roses.
The wound was covered with a silver sulfadiazine dressing
after it had been cleaned and her tetanus vaccination status
had been checked. At D+4 the silver sulfadiazine dressing was
stopped since any risk of local infection had been eliminated
and treatment was continued with the new ready-to-apply
lipido-colloid dressing*. At D+10, with the wound healing
well, the dressings were then changed by the patient’s
daughter until the scabs
had disappeared and
complete epithelialisation
had been achieved.

PATIENT 1
90 year-old man coming to the emergency department follow-
ing a dermal abrasion of the vertex, after having hit his head
on his cellar ceiling while going down the stairs. The abrasion
was treated with the new ready-to-apply lipido-colloid
dressing* for 10 days until complete healing.
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PATIENT 3
76 year-old man, with contused wounds to the left forearm
and elbow following a fall in his home. The wound was
covered with the new ready-to-apply lipido-colloid dressing*
after cleaning the wound on the forearm, which demonstrated
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extensive loss of epidermis. At D+11, with the elbow lesion
healed and the forearm wound covered with newly formed
epidermis, dressing changes were continued at home by the
patient’s wife, until consolidation of epithelialisation.

RESULTS
We observed a very good tolerance of the dressing in these
patients with thin, fragile skin, particularly for the adhesive,
removal of which was atraumatic for both the wound and
the surrounding skin.

CONCLUSION
The new ready-to-apply lipido-colloid dressing* has been
incorporated in the range of dressings used in the emergency
department to cover low-exuding sutured or unsutured
wounds due to the good healing results obtained, its very
good tolerance and its high level of practicality in an
emergency department.
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
